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	Area – Getting better information about housing
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	We have now shared information about the numbers of people with a learning disability (who get a service from the Medway Team for Adults with a Learning Disability) that live in residential care and adult placement (Shared Lives). 
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Permanent residential and nursing placements as at 31st March (18-64 years)
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Adult Placements as at 31st March
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This housing information is taken from the Medway Council SR1 / ASC-CAR returns.
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
